prophets. It was the prophetic Shirt, as a special messenger from Umm Abiha, Fatimah Al-Zahra (peace be upon her).

The Shirt is a written book; in every line of it, the divine prophets learned the lesson of stability and endurance from the
sample of endurance, Hazrat Husayn ibn Ali (peace be upon him), and consolidated their collective covenant with Ashura.

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" questions, investigation .1 am a pupil, repeating a lesson given by my scholars.An investigation
of the “What” questions and an interpretation of the “Why” questions, and similar questions.
Perhaps I found 13 questions 1n that regard. I remembered that ‘Instead, they denied anything
that they could not comprehend, and they found no way to interpret 1t”. We certainly know that
failing to understand “What” questions leads to 1gnorance, Perhaps 1t results in blasphemy,
ignoring “What” questions brings about denial. After all, there are questions like “What 1s the
shirt?” and “Where has 1t come from?”A part of the study deals with the shirt. After all, what 1s
meant by clothes? Clothes in civilizations, clothes in the Holy Quran, clothes in Hadiths, there
are forty-fifty items, and we have no time to delve into their depths. General clothes, clothes of
fear, clothes ot the night, clothes of happiness, clothes of beauty, clothes of the hell, clothes of
the heavens, clothes of the prophetic mission, clothes worn by prophets” heirs, and many other
instances .Perhaps forty to fifty items can be found in hadiths, in the Holy Quran, in prayers, and
In pilgrimage prayers. The discussion on clothes 1s a general one. In civilizations ... clothes
before the arrival of Islam and ...

I do not intend to delve into the matter. Well, how long has the shirt been around? What are the
reasons and explanations for the journeys of the shirt? Why i1t was given to Zaynab al-Kubra
(PBUH)? Why Hussain ibn Al1 (PBUH) requested 1t in Ashura? Why 1t was torn? So that no one
may become greedy? Why the shirt returned to its previous state? Why it was returned in the
Levant? Sakina bint Hussain’s dream 1n the Levant 1s a strange document, something that I will
explain in due time. and many similar questions.

But what are the names ot the shirt? Firstly, Fatima bint Muhammad (PBUH) called 1t “Prophet
Abraham’s Shirt”. Jatar al-Sadiq (PBUH) said, “The shirt was bestowed upon Prophet Abraham
(PBUH) from heavens.” There 1s another hadith that says, “The shirt Prophet Joseph (PBUH)
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sent to Jacob (PBUH) was a gift from heavens, belonging to Prophet Abraham (PBUH)”. And
another hadith: “The shirt worn by Joseph (PBUH) had been sent from heavens.”There are
numerous hadiths like that, including “The shirt worn by Joseph (PBUH) belonged to prophet
Abraham (PBUH).” This 1s repeatedly observed in many hadiths, but what 1s origin of the
shirt?’Imam Ali (PBUH) has a lengthy hadith that you are certainly familiar with. It 1s called the
hadith on twelve-fold covers, which 1s very long, and perhaps I can discuss only about 5 percent
of that as there 1s little time. Thus, the Divine Light passed through the twelve-fold covers and

entered Adam’s loins, later being transmitted to the loins of the following prophets, ending in
Prophet Mohammad (PBUH). Imam Ali (PBUH) said that God Almighty blessed Prophet

Mohammad (PBUH) with six things, betore he entered the world. Imam Ali (PBUH) gave the
first title to shirt, calling 1t “Al-Rida’s Shirt”. As I said earlier, we are not going to report
documents, but this can be found 1n Al-Khisal by Al-Saykh al-Saduq. In the book, the meanings
of the title are provided, saying that Imam Ali (PBUH) called it “Al-Rida’s Shirt.”Pay close
attention.Of course, there are five other bounties, but Imam Ali’s placed major emphasis on
them, calling 1t “Al-Rida’s Shirt”. God Almighty said to Prophet Mohammad, “Wear the shirt
and go to people and explain monotheism to them ... introduce your prophetic mission to them.”
In another section, Imam Ali (PBUH) said, “What 1s the origin of the shirt?” It 1s also a long
hadith, and I only intend to recite some parts of it. “In six things.”“Its body 1s made of rubies.”
Imam Ali (PBUH) provided several clauses. The Hadith 1s very long, and I only intend to discuss
some parts of 1t due to the limited time. “Its body 1s made ot rubies”. For example, what 1s the
cuff made of? Imam Ali explained them one by one. “The collar 1s made up of the Divine Light”.

[t was originally sent from heavens. “Adam’s repentance would not be accepted 1f 1t was not for
the sake of the shirt.” In another section of the hadith, Imam Ali (PBUH) said,
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“Adam’s repentance would not be accepted if 1t was not for the sake of the shirt. Solomon’s seal
was missing”. Imam Ali (PBUH) said, Finding the seal has a strange story. “ Prophet Solomon
only managed to recover his ring when he resorted to the shirt. Solomon found his seen as he
appealed to the shirt, and Joseph returned to Jacob as the latter resorted to the shirt.” And
“Joseph was saved and returned to Prophet Jacob (PBUH) because ot the shirt. Jonah was saved
in the belly of the whale because ot the shirt.”Then, Imam Ali (PBUH) said, “Like one hundred
and twenty-four thousand prophets that resorted to the shirt and were saved.” The salvation of
prophets by the shirt is a seal filled with meanings.“And the shirt belonged to no one but Prophet
Mohammad (PBUH)” .Well, this was the complete hadith recounted by Al-Shaykh Al-Saduq,And

[ founded one of the main pillars of this movement on why one hundred and twenty-four

thousand prophets resorted to the shirt ...
[s it an 1nsignificant matter that precludes any further attention? Can we argue that the shirt can
expand an inter-religious civilization? Can’t we say that all religions, I mean theistic religions,

are indebted to the shirt?The journeys of the shirt across the world make up a beading thread,

leading to a single monotheistic meaning: “Oh Allah, you are the only one who can gather people

together”. Then, all prophets gathered around the shirt.

Jatar al-Sadiq (PBUH) and other Imams discussed numerous questions among people. Someone
told me that perhaps this was a secret, and I remained silent. I found out in my studies that once
Jatar al-Sadiq (PBUH) sat somewhere and asked the person sitting in front of him “Tell about
Joseph’s shirt.”When the person said he knew nothing about the matter, the Imam (PBUH)
explained what the shirt was. Now, see where Jatar al-Sadiq began:“Indeed, when they kindled
the fire for Abraham”,When they put Abraham inside the fire, Gabriel appeared, holding the
shirt toward Abraham, “It was as if Abraham was experiencing the throes ot death”. “Then it
was transmitted from Abraham to Isaac, and from Isaac to Jacob”. “And when Joseph was born”,
the shirt was placed on Joseph’s neck in Al-Tamimi, and 1t was said that when Joseph took the
shirt off, he was in Egypt and Jacob was 1n Palestine.Prophet Jacob (PBUH) said, “Do not call me
a crazy man as a smell Joseph’s shirt ...”

The man asked Jatar al-Sadiq, “Oh Son ot Prophet, where does the shirt go?”

“Where does 1t come from, and where will it go?” See the question. The Imam answered, “It was
sent down from heavens.” “Who will inherit the shirt?” The Imam (PBUH) replied, “Those who
deserve 1t.” This shirt was kept by the Imam (PBUH), though Jatar al-Sadiq (PBUH) saw 1t
appropriate to keep it as a secret. Then, the Imam (PBUH) said, “To those who deserve 1t and
fight alongside The Mahdi (PBUH).” The Mahdi (PBUH) will reappear wearing the same shirt,
and I will discuss the matter i1n more detail in another section. The shirt has some names, it 1s a
prophetic shirt, a shirt of cure and mercy, i1t 1s a vessel of rescue, and many of such bounties
have been bestowed upon great prophets. When the shirt was placed on Jacob’s eyes, he did not
just recover his eyesight; rather, he regained his strength. But what does it mean? “Jacob
regained his eyesight and strength at the same time”. Indeed, he came to life again.invigorating

property. It has been the apple of prophets’ eyes, bringing peace of mind to them, .I would like
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to say that all religions are fed by Karbala both geographically (I mean the geography of Karbala) and
the symbolism of Karbala (Imam Hussain’s shirt). The shirt i1s a tool to bring all religions together.
The journeys of prophets with the shirt: Noah was rescued from flood due to the shirt,Moses’s
shining hand was a miracle caused because of the shirt, David slew Goliath as he was wearing
the shirt, Moses crossed the Nile and rescued his people because of the shirt, Abraham’s
redemption from the fire, Jacob’s healing, Joseph’s recovery from the depths of the well, and
many other instances ...“Similar to all other prophets, peace be upon them, who were saved
by means of the shirt”. And now, we come to the topic of the Reappearance.The shirt 1s now held
by the Mahdi. But before that, I want to devote some time to the Islamic Revolution as the most
significant Shiite revolution, and I will return to the above topic later. Firstly, it was said, “The
Mahdi is one of my descendants who will reappear between the Rukn and al-Maqam,
wearing Abraham’s shirt.” Then, it was repeated that when the Imam will reappear, he will wear the
shirt; thus,“When he reappears, the true believers will feel his scent coming from the eats and the

west.”"When he puts the shirt on, the whole world will be filled with its scent. I would like to

- recount a hadith by Jatar al-Sadiq. Look how
fine 1t 1s. Pay close attention. Beware that
there 1s a wide range of hadiths on the shirt.
Be careful.You know, 1t was like a puzzle, only
some parts were revealed by our Imams. For
example, with this highly mysterious phrase.
[Imam Jafar al-Sadiq (PBUH) said, “I have the

Prophet’s weapon.”

/I do not read the Arabic sentence. “I have the
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prophet’s weapon and his tlag and armor. My tather put them on, but they were not his size.”Do
they wear a flag? Or a weapon? I mentioned the exact hadith, without the slightest change.
These were mysterious cases where 1t was as 1f the Imam wanted to tell Shiites materials about
the endowment, the flag, the Ark ot the Covenant, prophets’ endowment, and the prophetic
legacy among Imams; perhaps about one-fifth of the study, nearly two-three hundred pages, I
have called about the matter where all of them talked about the weapon. This 1s the title given
to the flag. The Imam said, “My father put it on, but 1t was not his size; but then, it will fit
The Mahdi. Perhaps the shirt means vengeance, as well.

As we have in Al-e Yasin pilgrimage pray, “T'he best one 1s the man who wears this shirt.”
Perhaps, with your permission. The topic of vengeance by The Imam .I want to briefly point to
the matter that the 1ssue of vengeance has been left unattended among Shiites and scholars of
the religion. What does that mean?It means that our great clergymen and elites do not discuss
the topic of vengeance perhaps as they fear that by doing that, they may be accused ot spreading
violence. Dear friends, my great teachers, and esteemed attendants, 1if this 1s not fulfilled, if this
1s not elaborated and explained, i1t becomes like the thing mentioned in a hadith. The hadith says
that when The Mahdi reappears and cleans the world of all forms of nastiness like ISIS and
Wahhabism when the whole world 1s cleaned, people say that if he was a descendant of
Mohammad (PBUH), not so many people would be killed!Don’t you think this 1s because of our
failure to explain?Now, we have a hall here, and our friends are active here for a week. How many
occasions have they cleaned 1t? Is cleaning nastiness the spread of violence? Why are we
atraid?This 1s the capital owned by Shr'ism, and this needs to be clarified. But everybody 1s afraid
of explaining i1t. The sword 1s the symbol of the Imam, his symbol ...I am repeating what you

have taught me, dear masters. The sword 1s the symbol of the Imam. I think you need not be
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afraid of this ... We need fear such things. If there 1s no vengeance, nothing will be corrected in
the world.Do you know why The Imam issued the statement of his reappearance several
hundred years before his actual reappearance? Just because people like you and me, my dear
scholars, would not stay passive ... The statement means what I am, and who I am ... 1t 1s a
description, a list of goals, and what stages I intend to achieve.The five-fold prays of The Imam.
We need to work on such things. “O People of the world, I am The Mahdi. O people of the
world, I am the avenging Imam. O people of the world, know that my ancestor, Hussain
ibn Ali, was killed with thirsty lips.”Look, the issue of the shirt is illustrated in the statement.
“O people of the world, my ancestor, Hussain ibn Ali, was thrown naked.”

“O people of the world my ancestor, Hussain ibn Ali, was killed by cruelty.”

[ have been working on the shirt for five years ...

They robbed the rightful of his right by committing a crime, by affronting him. O Our
leader, our superior, do save us from misery. Make haste in your reappearance to cure our
illnesses. We are waiting for you to become your soldiers. With what? By explaining and

elucidating Imam Hussain’s power. Consider us as your soldiers, Fatima bint Mohammad’s

soldiers. Even in the neglected Saghifa, with your vengeance, we will regain that right.
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In this critical period of history, when Satan, with the symbol of Zionism and
other symbols, is inciting the world against the greatest Shia revolution in
history and its great ideals that are the foundations for Imam Mahdi's
emergence, Shia too needs to equip themselves and present original strategies

and symbolically raising the shirt of Imam Hussein (AS) is in fact, drawing a
